Content:

a) Impromptu Speaking Topics are pre-arranged and sealed in individual envelope and
the first contestant will draw the topic at 7:30 on the contest day.

b) The contestant will write his/her own story and will have 30 minutes to prepare.

c) All contestants should declare their order number before they start.

d) The maximum time limit for each speech is 4 minutes. The minimum time limit is
3 minutes.

e) The contest goes to 3 minutes will hear a short whistle, and two short whistles when
it's up to 4 minutes, the contestant should leave the stage.

Method:

a) All contestants will draw the order of performance before the contest day.

b) Number 1 contestant will be at B1 at 7:30 to draw the topic and have 30 minutes to
prepare. Be sure on time. There is no extended time for the contestant who is late.

c) Number 2 contestant will be at B1 at 7:33 to draw the topic and have 30 minutes to
prepare.

d) The rest from number 3 to number 10 are the same as item c.

e) The stationery and the dictionary are allowed to use during the preparation.

7. Judging Criteria:

a) Pronunciation & Intonation 45%
b) Content & Structure 45%
c) Mannerism 10%

d) One point will be deducted for any half minute under or over the time limit.
8. Judges: Bilingual English teachers to be appointed by the principal.
9. Award: Top 3 students will be awarded Fuhsing diplomas and pins.
